Dress Rehearsal START TIME: 5:00 p.m. (SHARP!)
Upon arrival at the church, leave your instrument case and belongings in the large fellowship hall and go
directly into the sanctuary.

Supper Concert Night: You are strongly encouraged to eat before your arrival both evenings
and perhaps bring a snack to eat just prior to the concert. There will be NO time to purchase supper
before the 6:55 pm orchestra seating time. There will only be a short break (approx. 20 minutes)
before the concert begins---enough time to change into concert clothes and eat a snack you bring.

Dress Code: Concert dress black: if time is short, you may dress at the church.
Parking: You may park in the free parking lot located directly across the church and Turner Street.

Directions: First United Methodist Church is located on the southwest corner of Turner Street and Ft.
Harrison Road (Alt 19).

From points south or southeast of Clearwater: take US 19 or Belcher Road heading north; turn left,
heading west on Druid Road, turn right heading north on Ft. Harrison Rd, then left on to Turner Street.

From points north: take Alt 19 heading south, drive through downtown Clearwater, turn right (or west) on
to Turner Street.

This concert honors Wallace Gause, a man who was one of 3 founding members of PYS 50 years
ago. He was very involved with music in Pinellas County, holding the positions of Director of Music
Education of Pinellas County for 21 years, Music Director of First United Methodist Church for 36 years, and
Choral/Band Director at Clearwater Jr. and Sr. High for a number of years. He was inducted into the Florida
Music Hall of Fame in January 1980.
